Parking 
At the October public meeting the board of directors passed 

important new parking regulations that 

will affect the entire community. 

Parking within VB is common 

property, homeowners do not own 

parking space(s) in front of their house. Due to substantial 

complaints, vandalism, and confrontations over parking 

spots the board has implemented new rules to establish 

ñequal use of common property.ò These rules will become 

effective in January 2010. The new regulations can be read 

in their entirety on our website www.vbhainc.org within our 

governing documents (Section 2, Rules 2.18, 2.19, 2.20). 

Please visit the site and familiarize yourself with the rules.   

 

A brief description of these rules follows: 

¶ All parked vehicles will require a parking sticker 

¶ All vehicles must register with the homeowners 

association in order to receive this sticker 

¶ Each house may receive up to two stickers that permit 

parking in front of the units 

¶ All additional vehicles will require secondary stickers 

that are permitted to park along the center islands only 

¶ Secondary stickers may be purchased for $10 per month 

payable on an annual basis ($120 yearly) 

¶ Any vehicle parked in VB without a required sticker 

will be towed from the area at the ownerôs expense 

¶ Vehicles with secondary stickers may only park in front 

of the units while actively unloading or they will be 

towed at the ownerôs expense 

 

Requirements to obtain a parking sticker:  

¶ Vehicle legally registered in PA at a VB address 

¶ Fill out parking sticker form (this will be available on 

the website shortly) 

¶ Payment in full for any required secondary sticker 

¶ Present the parking form and a valid registration at the 

clubhouse to obtain stickers (clubhouse will be staffed 

during extended hrs. for homeowners to obtain sticker) 

¶ Place the obtained sticker on the upper driverôs side 

windshield 

¶ Renters must provide a copy of their signed lease 

showing residence in VB 

¶ Company vehicle ï requires information on company 

letterhead showing that the vehicle is for your exclusive 

use 

¶ Stickers will be available in mid-November. 

Homeowners will be notified via email of extra hours at 

the clubhouse shortly. Stay tuned! 
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
